After breakfast, your Asilia driver will transfer you to Wilson Airport
for a short flight to Ol Seki airstrip. On arrival, your guide from
Naboisho Camp will welcome you and provide a briefing on the
conservancy. Begin your adventure with an introductory game drive
en route to the camp, where you’ll meet the management team and
settle in ahead of lunch, overlooking the sweeping plains.

In the late afternoon, enjoy a cup of tea and freshly baked cake in the lounge before setting out for an
afternoon game drive. As the evening approaches, your guide will take you to a viewpoint for a
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spectacular sunset, accompanied by drinks and snacks. Return to camp for a hot shower and relax by
the crackling fire before a delicious three-course dinner.

For those extending to Zanzibar, enjoy a scenic flight over Tanzania, with a packed lunch served
onboard while taking in the changing landscapes. Upon arrival at Zanzibar Airport, a representative
from Zantours will escort you on a private transfer to Zanzibar White Sand Luxury Villas & Spa, located
on the southeast coast.

Settle into your beachfront villa, complete with a private pool and rooftop terrace, offering both
relaxation and direct access to the soft white sands of Paje Beach. The resort features two restaurants
and three bars, serving fresh, delicious meals and refreshing drinks throughout the day.
