As you traverse open
plains and winding riverbanks, keep watch for the Big Five—lion, leopard, elephant, buffalo, and
rhino—as well as large herds of wildebeest, zebras, and gazelles. If your safari falls between July and
October, you may witness the Great Migration and the dramatic crossings of the Mara River.

A picnic lunch will be enjoyed inside the reserve, allowing you to stay close to the wildlife action. Your
expert guide will tailor the day based on sightings, ensuring the best opportunities for photography and
unforgettable moments in the wild.
