Day 2 : Arusha – Full-Day Game Drive in Tarangire National Park

a variety of ecosystems including riverine forests, swamps, and open plains, offering diverse wildlife
viewing opportunities. Expect to spot lions lounging in the shade, elusive leopards resting in trees,
graceful giraffes browsing the treetops, and vibrant birdlife such as the African fish eagle and lilac-
breasted roller. The Tarangire River is a magnet for animals seeking water, so you’ll witness dramatic
scenes of wildlife congregating and interacting.

The lodge’s elegant
design complements the natural surroundings, offering spacious rooms, exceptional dining, and world-
class amenities to ensure a comfortable stay.
